Luckily, however, authon-
ties were alerted to his condifion and he was twmed over to Days End Farm Horse Rescue. Named “Chine™, this muserable
horse’s siuation appeared dwer. He ammved salivatmg at the mouth, having severely sharp teeth that had not been
“floated” (filed down evenly to facilitate grinding of hay and grain) and had rubbed the m=ide of his cheeks raw. His skeletal
frame was 300+ pounds underweizht with mtemmal parasites and a panful skin fungus called “ram reot”. Severely depressed, he
hadn't the enerzy or will to eat or drink when offered. and suffered a Life-threatening zut impachon that required hospitaliza-
tion. After five days of fighting to live, success in his treatment was evident, and he was able to be released from hospataliza-
tion and begin his recovery.

Brenman Equuine Welfare Fund was happy to award a grant to belp “Chino’s” recovery. He endured a long rehabilitation proe-
ess that mcluded dental care, specified feed and supplements, fammer work to comrect his overgrown hooves, and eventual
weight and mmuscls gain. With each step in his recuperation, a ight shone brnghter in b= eves, and a great personality began to
emerge. Staff that was attending to hom realized he was one special and appreciative horse that would eventually make a nice
ndmg horse when 1t was time for bim to be placed for adophion.

It's imdisputable that every little zur]l wants 2 horse.. .and it takes a special kitle girl to want a
horse that has been through a rough go of things, but a good match was made between such
an extraordinary young lady named Fomly and “Chine”. The pair have bonded and become 8
such extracrdmary partners, that manv accomphshments that the duo have realized only ,.;_.

“Chine™ not only has had this second chance at life with his rescue and a loving forever 559
home, but has become a talented sport-horse and 1s now parficipating and winning in vanous S
competinons. He has shown m Dreszage at Intro Level A & B and Traming Levels 1 & 2,
competed 1 Horse TnalsThree-Day Events (Dreszage, Stadium Jumping and a Cross Coun-
try course) wmning 15t and ?nd Placement=. With each pew expenence, it 15 unmastakable
that a once forgotten and neglected horse 15 forever grateful that he was given a second 555
chanes.
