In January of this year, Brennan Equine Welfare Fund's Linda Pavey had the fortunate opportunity to visit one of BEWF's sponsored horses. While on a personal visit to Florida, she made arrangements to visit Retirement Home For Horses (RHH) @ Millcreek Farm in Alachua, Florida.  BEWF has been sponsoring "Camilla" for a number of years, and also supplied a grant to buy an additonal 20 acres for the farm for more turnout pastures. Lovingly cared for by owners and founders, Mary and Peter Gregory, "Camilla" lives her leisurely life among ber best friends, including "Eyeore".  Life wasn't always so peaceful for "Camilla".  When she came to RHH, she was severely emaciated and had a host of health issues related to severe neglect. [image: image5.jpg]


She was considered "unadoptable" upon initial rescue by the Dade County, Florida Sherriff's Department. Since being at RHH, she has recovered her body weight and health. As one can never know the full emotional and physical trauma that any rescue horse has previously endured, we must try to understand any fear or trepidation the horse displays. "Camilla" was no different, but she was very cooperative and friendly once she discovered I had carrots in my pocket!
